Requirements

Faith Free Summer Bible Camp Scholarships are to be used for Christian Bible-based
summer camping programs. These scholarships will be made available to those kids
who are actively involved in the Children and Youth Ministries of Faith Evangelical Free
Church represented by 75% attendance in Sunday School and Youth Group.

* Fill out the Camp Scholarship Application and return it to Mrs. Davies.
Application is due by May 15th.

* The ACTUAL work must be completed 3 weeks before _ the date of the camp
you plan to attend.

*Choose and Complete up to 4 sections of work. Each completed section will
earn a $30 scholarship. There is a place to mark your choices on your
application form.

Each section must be complete to receive credit for that section; no
partial credit will be given.

Memory Verses may be said to your Sunday school teacher, your
children’s church teacher or other ministry leader. Have them sign each
section as you complete it.

Students will be given 4 “helps” for each passage memorized. The
version of the Bible you use is your choice, but please provide a copy of
the verse to the listener when you say it.

Section 4 — Bible Timeline

Events need to be in correct order—do some research—have some fun!

Section 5 - Read and Report
Choose a Christian book or article to read and write a report on—ask Mrs. Davies for ideas.

Section 6 - Create an art project that tells a story from the Bible or from something God is teaching you.
This is not a 'quick picture’ - be creative—and have fun!
